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The schedules for years 3 and 4 represent the required clerkships and courses that must be completed during each year. However, individual student schedules will vary due to the timing and availability of clinical rotations and course offerings.
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• Selectives (12 weeks total): Multiple selective blocks/acting internships, enabling students to enhance their advanced skills while gaining hands-on experience and in-depth knowledge in specialized areas of medicine aligned with their interests and career goals
• Electives (16 weeks total): Multiple elective blocks covering a diverse range of subjects and specialties,allowing students to pursue personal interests, gain exposure to various medical fields, and deepen their knowledge

• Transition to Residency (2 weeks)

• Required Clerkships (36 weeks total): Medicine (8 weeks), Surgery (6 weeks), OB/GYN (6 weeks), Psychiatry (4 weeks), Family Medicine (4 weeks), Neurology (4 weeks), & Pediatrics (4 we eks)
• Electives (8 weeks total): Two 4-week blocks covering a diverse range of subjects and specialties, allowing students to pursue personal interests, gain exposure to various medical fields, and deepen their knowledge
